Study Time #2

Ephesians 1:3-4

“Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, even as he chose us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless before him…”
Gotta know these words:

· blessed- in Greek ‘eulogetos.’ to bestow blessing on only applied to God.

· spiritual- in Greek ‘pneumatikos.’  Always connotes the ideas of invisibility and power.
· chose- to select, to pick out, to choose for oneself.

· Holy- in Greek ‘hagios.’  Free from defilement; signifies being separated.

~Having read verses 3b-4a, what 3 things are listed concerning who God is or what God has done?

Nugget of Truth
Look at these past verbs: ‘has blessed’ and ‘chose’ concerning work God has done.  Again, this is another example of Paul giving all the credit to God.

~Briefly read through verses 5-10.  Based on these verses, what is Paul referring to in v.3 when he says the believers have been blessed “with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places?”  What are the ‘spiritual blessings?’

When did God choose us according to verse 4?  What does that mean for us as humans?  Did humanity choose to pick God?

Application:
Your salvation was determined before the earth was formed, meaning it was not based on your choice to choose Him.  He planned Christ’s work of redemption before the foundation of the world.  Based on this foundation and if you are a genuine follower of Christ, how might this truth affect your relationship with God?

Read 1 Corinthians 1:27-31 and pray. Praise God for His grace upon our lives!!!
