IV.  Conclusion:  So what?  Why should the reader care?  What should the reader do?
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"Of late years wealth has made us greedy, and self-indulgence has brought us, through every form of sensual excess, to be, if I may so put it, in love with death both individual and collective." --Livy 1.1








Livy is speaking here of his own culture, of course, but the basic premise -- that wealth and self-indulgence can corrupt a society.  Our own culture has been called a "culture of death", with euthanasia, abortion, glorified violence.  Are there other cultures in history that followed the same "formula"?  What about in the Bible?


Have you read about such a trend in a work of literature (Macbeth comes to mind...)?  Take your three examples from (alas!) the abundant supply that mankind has produced, and affirm Livy's statement.
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"How mortals love to take the gods to task!  They say that all their troubles come from us, but, in fact, they themselves have woes beyond their share because of their own folly!" (Homer, Odyssey,  Book 1) ("spoken" by Zeus)








Homer (through his character, Zeus) is making an observation of human nature--that men tend to blame God or fate --or anyone in authority, or even other groups-- for their problems, failing to see the part that their own character and actions play in bringing those troubles about.  Broaden your perspective on this question, and think of examples from history (anti-Semitism, racism, religious prejudices, assassinations of world leaders like Gandhi or Lincoln, etc.), literature (Antigone & Creon, Romeo & Juliet, To Kill a Mockingbird...endless possibilities), the Bible (again, endless possibilities), and from our own culture that uphold the truth of this statement.
